If you have left the office without a date for your procedure, call Leslie at Rhode Island Hospital, Interventional Radiology (401) 444-5194 to schedule a procedure date and time.

Before Procedure

· You will receive a call from the Rhode Island Hospital staff to confirm your procedure and answer any questions you may have.

· Notify our staff if you normally require antibiotics for procedures so that our physicians can give you a prescription for medication that you may require.

· Please inform our staff if you take Coumadin, Aspirin (Ibuprofen, Motrin, Advil, Naprosyn, Aleve, Indomethacin) or other blood thinning medication.  These medications may need to be discontinued prior to your procedure.

· If you have had changes to medications, new allergies or a new medical condition has developed since you were last seen in our office, please make the staff aware of these changes. 

· If your doctor requests blood or other laboratory work to be drawn prior to your procedure, please have these results faxed to both Rhode Island Vascular Institute fax (401) 454-6828 and Rhode Island Hospital (401) 444-8756

Day of Procedure

-     DO NOT EAT OR DRINK ANYTHING after midnight the day before your procedure.

· Take all your usual medications the day of your procedure with a sip of water.  If you take medications for diabetes, these may need to be adjusted since you will not be eating; please ask our staff to advise which diabetic medications to take.

· Shower the morning of your procedure with antibacterial soap (Such as Dial).

· Complete the patient medical history and medication sheet supplied to you and bring it with you the day of the procedure.

· If you have x-rays that pertain to your medical procedure, please bring them with you the day of the procedure.

· Since you may be sedated for your procedure, you will need someone to drive you to and from the hospital the day of the procedure.  If you are admitted to the hospital, you will need someone to drive you home the day you are discharged.  In both cases, there should be a responsible adult at home with you for 24 hours to monitor your care.

Heading North on Interstate 95:
Traveling north on I-95, take exit 18. Bear left at the end of the exit onto Thurbers Avenue.  At the first traffic light, take a right onto Eddy Street.  After approximately 1 mile, you will come to a light at the intersection of Eddy and Dudley streets.

To reach the Main Building continue straight through the light and take a left into the main entrance.

Heading South on Interstate 95:

Traveling south on I-95, take exit 19 and bear right.  At the end of the exit ramp there is a traffic light at the intersection of Eddy and Dudley streets.

To reach the Main Building, take a right at the light and take a left into the main entrance.

From Route I-195 West:

Take I-195 West to 95 South. Move into the right-hand lane right away and take exit 19.

Bear right while on the exit ramp to the intersection of Eddy and Dudley streets. At the intersection, you will see the hospital campus directly ahead. Follow the signs to the Main Building.

Where to Park

Public Lot A, which is located off Eddy Street.
Where to Go at Rhode Island Hospital

· If you are going home the same day after your procedure, when you go to Rhode Island Hospital, you need to check in at the Main Radiology Registration located in the Main Building, 2nd Floor.  

· If you will be admitted to the hospital after your procedure, when you go to Rhode Island Hospital, you need to check in at Patient Admitting.  The entrance for admitting is located to the right of the hospital main entrance.  You will see a blue awning covering this entrance.
